mental concerns. Within this context, both 

Presidents recognize the importance of har-

nessing the development potentials in the 

search for clean energy solutions in order to 

create growth and to ensure security.  Fur-

thermore, both leaders agree that the long-

term economic sustainability of these solu-

marketplace, will require smooth functioning and 

partnerships within the commercial sectors in both 

countries. 

The emphasis on clean energy during President 

Huôs January State Visit marked an important 

milestone in the progress of the clean energy coop-

eration following President Obamaôs State Visit to 

China in November 2009 when the two Presidents 

announced a number of new US-China clean en-

ergy initiatives. President Huôs State Visit in Janu-

ary of this year highlighted the progress made by 

the bilateral initiatives in clean energy that were 

launched in November 2009.  These included the 

Renewable Energy Partnership, the Energy Effi-

ciency Action Plan, the U.S.-China Clean Energy 

Research Center (CERC) and the U.S.-China En-

ergy Cooperation Program (ECP), with the last 

being the only private commercial sector-initiated 

and led public-private partnership effort with the 

mission of developing and deploying clean energy 

solutions into sustainable business. (U.S.-China 

Clean Energy Cooperation Progress Report) 

ECP (www.uschinaecp.org) utilizes its bilaterally 

recognized platform and cooperative mission to 

leverage business resources in both the U.S. and 

China to promote commercially viable projects 

and to support the sustainable development in the 

clean energy sectors. Since its founding in Septem-

ber 2009, ECP has grown from 24 to 40 member 

companies across nine sector-based working 

groups.  A few notable achievements thus far in-

clude the establishment of the Sustainable Avia-

tion Biofuels Program; the Solar Decathlon Pro-

ject; and the development of a five-year roadmap 

for the clean coal sector. 

Given its unique public-private platform, ECP 

played key roles and participated in many clean 

energy cooperation activities surrounding Presi-

dent Huôs state visit including The Brookings In-

stitutionôs second annual U.S.-China Strategic Fo-

rum on Clean Energy Cooperation to U.S.-China, 

CERC, and energy-related commercial signings.  

ECP provided support to its member companies 

and held a number of productive meetings to dis-

cuss future clean energy deployment and business 

development opportunities with U.S. and Chinese 

officials from various government agencies, part-

ners and corporate representatives, and energy and 

climate researchers and academics.  Sixteen out of 

the 27 energy-related commercial agreements an-

nounced by the White House involved ECP mem-

ber companies.   

A few notable examples of ECP partnerships in 

sustainable development were highlighted during 

Huôs visit including the Sustainable Aviation Bio-

fuels Program and Solar Decathlon. 

 

ECPôs Clean Transportation Working Group util-

izes its strategic platform to launch the Sustain-

able Aviation Biofuels (SAB) Program in May 

2010.  U.S. companies involved include Boeing, 

Pratt & Whitney, and Honeywell/UOP.  An impor-

tant part of the SAB Program was a feasibility 

study funded by USTDA in May 2010.  During 

President Huôs State Visit, Boeing along with Air 

China and other Chinese partners signed agree-

ments to use biofuel derived from biomass grown 

in China starting in 2011.  The SAB Program is 

advancing the establishment of a sustainable avia-

tion biofuel industry that, if successfully imple-

mented, can increase energy security and help re-

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duce carbon emissions. 

The Solar Decathlon program for China, the only 

bilateral government energy agreement signed 

between DOE and NEA, was initiated and devel-

oped by ECPôs Energy Efficient & Building De-

sign Working Group, and led by ECP founding 

member companies Applied Materials and AE-

COM.  With the support of DOE, NEA and Pe-

king University, Solar Decathlon was established 

as an international competition to spur innovation 

in the design, construction and operation of cost-

effective, energy-efficient, and attractive build-

ings.  The Chinese version of the Program will be 

based on DOEôs existing world-renowned Solar 

Decathlon program and adapt to meet Chinaôs 

current state of developing.  This competition will 

help create opportunities and expand the markets 

for energy efficient building technologies, materi-

als and products in China; as a result, the program 

will ultimately help to  reduce Chinaôs carbon and 

green house gas emissions in the long run. 

President Huôs State Visit to the U.S. in January 

provided both countries with an opportunity to 

showcase broad collaborative and on-going ef-

forts in clean energy and the importance of public

-private partnerships within this context.  The suc-

cess of ECP thus far demonstrates how commer-

cial sector-led efforts, when coupled with the rec-

ognition, support and partnership of the two gov-

ernments, can create a critical bridge  between 

R&D / innovation and viable long-term commer-

cialization.  On the ECP platform, such a linkage 

accelerates the turning of clean energy technology 

development into product deployment and the 

creation of new markets.  This in turn will lead to 

further innovation in the energy sector, subse-

quent new product deployment and market crea-

tion.....and a cleaner, more sustainable and secure 

world.  In short, ECP is one small, yet powerful, 

example of the potential of the public-private 

partnership platform in creating sustainable solu-

tions to our two countriesô and the worldôs most 

pressing challenges.

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Choke Point: ChinaðConfronting Water Scarcity and Energy Demand in 
the Worldôs Fastest Growing Industrial Economy 

Rapid economic growth, water scarcity, and soar-

ing energy demand are forming a tightening noose 

that could choke off Chinaôs modernization. In the 

12-part series, Choke Point: China, Circle of Blue 

and the China Environment Forum find powerful 

evidence of a potentially ruinous confrontation be-

tween water and energy that is already visible and 

will grow more dire over the next decade. 

Underlying Chinaôs new position in the world, like 

a tectonic fault line, is an increasingly fierce com-

petition for energy and water that threatens to 

usurp Chinaôs progress, according to Choke Point: 

China. Chinaôs demand for energy, particularly for 

coal, is outpacing its freshwater supply. The short-

age of water to mine, process the coal reserves un-

dermines Chinaôs vision to create modern cities 

and manufacturing centers. 

The consequences of diminishing water reserves 

and rising energy demand have been a special fo-

cus of Circle of Blueôs attention for more than a 

year. Circle of Blue dispatched teams of research-

ers to report on how the worldôs largest nation and 

fastest growing industrial economy-china- is 

achieving its swift modernization despite scarce 

and declining reserves of clean fresh water.  

Chinaôs globally significant choke point is caused 

by three converging trends: 

Å     Production and consumption of coalðthe larg-

est industrial consumer of waterðhas tripled since 

20 and coal production will increase by 30 percent 

by 2020. 

Å     Fresh water needed for mining, processing, 

and consuming coal accounts for the largest share 

of industrial water use in China,   

Å     Chinaôs total water resource, according to the 

National Bureau of Statistics, has dropped 13 per-

cent since the start of the century.  

Choke Point: China, however, is not necessarily a 

story of doom. Circle of Blue and CEF found a 

powerful narrative in China in two parts, and 

never before told: First is how effectively the na-

tional and provincial governments enacted and 

enforced a range of water conservation and 

Chinaôs Ministry of Finance (MOF) has released 

an updated list of energy saving products for gov-

ernment procurement. The Ninth Edition of Energy 

Saving Products for Government Procurement lists 

nine compulsory categories of products including 

lighting products, air conditioners, television sets, 

computers, printers, monitors, water facets and toi-

lets. The Ministry of Finance will work with the 

national Development and Reform Commission to 

examine and certify energy-saving products. The 

procurement list will be adjusted and updated 

again in July, 2011. Government agencies and pro-

curement agencies should implement the procure-

ment policies based on the updated lists of prod-

ucts subject to energy conservation.

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China Implements New Regulations on Disposal of Waste Electric and 
Electronic Products 

In 2009, Chinaôs State Council issued the long ex-

pected Administrative Regulations on Collection 

and Disposal of Waste Electric and Electronic 

Products, also known as the ñWEEE Regulations.ò 

The WEEE regulations , which did not come into 

effect until January 1, 2011, compliments Chinaôs 

existing Restrictions on Hazardous Substances 

(China RoSH), which was implemented in 2006.  

The WEEE Regulations aim to create a system for 

the recovery and disposal of electrical waste and 

electronic products. The WEEE system will moni-

tor manufacturers, importers, retailers, and cus-

tomer service providers; holding them accountable 

and making them responsible for handling elec-

tronic waste. Companies that violate the newly im-

plemented regulations face penalties ranging from 

fines to closures. Companies will also be required 

to contribute to a WEEE Disposal Fund which will 

be used for the promulgation and implementation 

of rules by the Ministry of Finance after consulta-

tion with various governmental agencies as well as 

other industry participants. 

Despite the proactive efforts by the government to 

promote the WEEE directives, a number of critical 

issues have yet to be addressed. For example, the 

WEEE Regulations do not provide the specific 

scope of products to which the WEEE Regulations 

will apply; in addition, matters concerning the 

Fund remain unanswered. It is currently unclear 

what entities are required to contribute to the Fund 

and how the amount will be determined; also, the 

Ministry of Finance has not yet determined 

whether manufacturers will be able to implement 

their own recovery and recycling programs.

gress as far as it has. Second is that despite the 

extensive efforts to conserve water, and to de-

velop water-sipping alternatives like wind and 

solar energy, China still faces an enormous pro-

jected shortfall of water this decade to its energy-

rich northern and western provinces.
