Honorary Consuls in Utah

Consular officers either are members of a country's Foreign Service or are local residents appointed
by the foreign governmentto perform consular duties. Akey responsibility of consular offices is to develop
economic, commercial, scientific and cultural relations between the country they represent and the area in
which they serve. Consulates facilitate scientific, academic, cultural, business and professional exchange.
They also arrange for official visits in both directions. Consulates are a source of information on the country
they represent: the economy, the society, culture, and tourism.
