The NCDOC, International Trade Division was well represented at the International Furniture Fair Tokyo/Interior Lifestyle Living trade show that took place in November 2-4 in Tokyo.  This was the first time in nearly 10 years that NC furniture had been on display at this show. Many of the pieces displayed were well received, including those from North Carolina companies Bradington-Young and Vanguard Furniture. There was quite a bit of excitement that the US was represented again in Japan. Five of the six largest furniture retailers/distributors in Japan visited the booth for serious discussion of future business with those represented. 


There were 15 countries/regions represented and 355 exhibitors at the show.  Approximately 20,000 visitors attended.  The next IFFT show will be held on 17-19 October 2012.
